hen it comes to unicorns, there are two different sides of what
is true about them. There is the Muggle Version of Unicorns

and the Wizard Version of Unicorns. Both theories have some
similarities, but do have dramatic differences.

The hair and horn of a unicom are used as core for wands
making and also the hair can also be used as binding in bandages due it’s
incredible strength. Blood from a unicom is used for a person who is
near death.
