Part P1:

1. With cardboard sheet (S1), cutting mat (T1), utility knife (T2), ruler ( T3), and a pencil (T4)- draw the fin of the surfboard, measuring 5”x 5”. 
2. Put the cutting mat underneath 

3. Score cardboard (S1) with utility knife (T2)
Part P2:

1. Place cutting mat (T1) on a flat surface. 

2. Lay cardboard sheet (S2) on top. 

3. Use the pencil (T4) to draw the small connectors, use the orthographic view from portfolio for dimensions. 
4. Fold the cardboard sheet (S2) as prescribed on the orthographic view
5. Repeat steps 1-2 for second small connector
Part P3:

1. Place cutting mat (T1) on a flat surface. 

2. Lay cardboard sheet (S3) on top. 

3. Use the pencil (T4) to draw large connectors, using the orthographic view as a guide. 
4. Cut the cardboard sheet (S3) with the utility knife (T2)
5. Repeat steps 1-4 for the second large connector
Part P4:

1. Place cutting mat (T1) on a flat surface. 
2. Lay cardboard sheet (S4) on top. 

3. Use the pencil (T4) to draw base piece, use the orthographic view for direction.
4. Cut the cardboard sheet (S4) with the utility knife (T2)

5. Repeat steps 1-4 for the second base piece.
